Scripture:  Isaiah 43:18-19 (NIV) 
 
Synopsis:  God’s promises are our anchor in times of uncertainty and 
doubt. They are a source of strength, comfort, and hope, reminding us 
that He is faithful to fulfill His plans for us. By embracing the “do 
over” that God offers us, we can step into the future with confidence, 
knowing that He is with us every step of the way, guiding us towards 
His intended purpose and blessings for our lives. 
 
 

God makes a promise to: 
 
I.  Help deal with your ___________________. 
 

Isaiah 43:18 – Forget the former things; do not dwell on the past. 
 

God’s grace can give you strength to deal with your past 
failures. 

 
2 Corinthians 12:9 – But he said to me, “My grace is sufficient for 

you, for my power is made perfect in weakness.” Therefore I will 
boast all the more gladly about my weaknesses, so that Christ’s power 

may rest on me. 
 

God is greater than the chains that bind you to your past. 
 

Ephesians 3:20 – Now to him who is able to do immeasurably more 
than all we ask or imagine, according to his power that is at work 

within us.
