Scripture: Lamentations 3:22-23 (NIV)

Synopsis: In the midst of life’s trials and tribulations, it can be easy to
lose sight of God’s goodness. However, even on our worst days, we can
trust in the unwavering goodness of God and find hope and comfort in
His steadfast love.

On a bad day, remembex:

I. God’s

Lamentations 3:22 — Because of the Lord s great love we are not
consumed, for his compassions never fail.

It is because of God’s love that He does not destroy us.

Psalm 78:38 — Yet he was merciful; he forgave their iniquities and did
not destroy them.

Time after time he restrained his anger and did not stir up his full wrath.

God’s love is unending and never ceases.

Psalm 136:26 — Give thanks to the God of heaven. His love endures
forever.

Romans 8:38-39 — For I am convinced that neither death nor life,
neither angels nor demons, neither the present nor the future, nor any
powers, neither height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will
be able to separate us from the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our
Lord.

God’s love comforts you during times of trouble.

2 Corinthians 1:3-4 — Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord
Jesus Christ, the Father of compassion and the God of all comfort, who
comforts us in all our troubles, so that we can comfort those in any
trouble with the comfort we ourselves receive from God.
